
T he Lexington Conservation Stewards is a
volunteer organization that works with the
Town of Lexington Conservation

Commission to manage town conservation land.

Other citizen groups, such as the Citizens for
Lexington Conservation, have an interest in
conservation  issues in the town. Unlike these other
organizations, the Stewards is primarily concerned
with the open spaces under the jurisdiction of the
Conservation Commission.

The properties that the Stewards help manage are
not parks, but a mosaic of parcels all over  town.
Some of the parcels are large tracts of woods, some
are former pastures, and many contain wetlands. The
largest sections of conservation land are hundreds of
acres in size, but some are relatively small. 

Conservation lands contain the highest point in
Lexington (Whipple Hill), the best place in town for
birding (Dunback Meadow), and places of historical
interest such as Old Shade Street, a colonial cart path
dating to the 1600s (in Hayden Woods). The map
shown here lists many, but not all Lexington
conservation lands.

The maintenance of such a diverse collection of
lands creates a special set of challenges. The rest of
this brochure describes how the Stewards help
maintain and manage this land.
